TREASURER’S REPORT   2010 / 2011
The Club had a reasonably successful year financially however outstanding fees remain a perpetual problem and had all fees been paid the Club would have finished the year in the black, as it is we finished the year nearly $3000 in the RED.  As of the 2011/12 season a more stringent application of the “no pay – no play” policy will apply and over the next few months letters will be sent to all playing members/parents outlining the payment requirements and options for the forthcoming season. 

Again thanks to those Club members who sacrificed significant time and effort to achieve this outcome, and in no particular order, thanks must be given to Cathy Camporeale, Donna Wood, Linda Wilson for their efforts in the canteen, the kitchen and providing catering support to other Club functions; Dominic Hodges and Greg Peake for their relentless pursuit of Bunnings BBQ opportunities and sponsors.  Whilst these efforts saw the larger flow of monies into the Club thanks also to Georgina Wilson and those who ran raffles and organised social functions all of which contributed to the Club’s finances.  

Other matters of interest are:

· Outstanding fees amount to $7,800.  Every Club member should be urging their fellow members to pay fees as it becomes difficult leaving this to the Executive only to pursue.
· The Club finished the year with a positive bank balance of $16,329.13 including a Government grant of $3000 for equipment, which is likely to go towards the backstop rewiring and a Council grant of $1000 for the Batting Tunnel.

· The trophy invoice was paid post 30/4/11 and is not reflected in the above figures.

· The Club has committed to the rewiring of the main diamond backstop during the off-season at a cost of approx. $5,000. 
· The Club has yet to finalise the ACCU lottery which should generate additional cash flow post 30/4/11 and the WLSSC owes $200 for stock purchased from the canteen.

· The Club purchased a ride on mower after receiving a grant to do so. This cost the Club approx. $3,800.

Our second season back in Division 1 met the realistic expectations of the Executive bettering the previous season’s win/loss record.  The Club will continue to improve infrastructure and recruit players as its finances allow and again the finances generally are raised by fees sponsors and the support of the canteen, kitchen and social functions, so please assist in supporting the Club.
